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A Novel Way to Promote NoveList

     Over a dozen adults took turns rolling a die and mak-
ing their way around a game board to explore the mys-
tery genre and learn how to use NoveList.  The library 
created the game using sixteen “sub-genres” of mysteries 
that are featured in NoveList – Art Thefts, Burglars, 
Comic Capers, Cozy Mystery, Crimes in the Great Out-
doors, Doctors, Ecumenical Sleuths, Forensic Mystery, 
Human and Animal Teams, Investigative Reporters, Le-
gal Thrillers, Police Procedurals, Private Detectives, Se-
rial Murders, Smuggling, and Women Detectives.  The 
game board also featured Monopoly-style corner squares 
Roll Again, Free Choice, and Enter to Win a Raffle 
Prize.  Players were given a game card bookmark with 
spaces for four genres.  After rolling the die, a player 
would land on a genre square, and then use NoveList to 
find a title in that category.  After reading the selection, 
the player would receive a genre-sticker for the book-
mark and roll again.  The player would complete the 
game after reading four books. The game board was 
made by gluing squares made in Microsoft Publisher to a 
piece of poster board and then laminating it.  The players 
put their initials on removable labels to use as game 
pieces.  The Friends of the Library funded some Barnes 
& Noble gift cards and bookmark pens to be used as 
prizes. 

     Feedback from the players was all positive, many of them commenting that they enjoyed using NoveList to discover 
new writers.  Although the library focused on adult mysteries for this version of the game, staff plans to create additional 
editions exploring other genres in the future.

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North Adams Public Library a Certified “Green” Building 
by Marcia Gross, Director, North Adams Public Library 
 

     The North Adams Public Library (NAPL) has just been notified that the U.S. Green Building Council (USGBC) has 
awarded NAPL the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) certificate.  This achievement, which 
NAPL is the first library in Massachusetts to earn, follows more than five years of planning and work to complete the 
extensive documentation required. The LEED rating system is considered the national standard for energy-efficient 
buildings and each credit must be earned and proven.  While a minimum of 26 credits is necessary to achieve the basic 
certification, NAPL has 28 credits, which is a very satisfying level of certification! 
      At a library building committee meeting more than five years ago, the idea of creating a “green” building was first 
discussed.  This idea became a plan when the library was granted $175,000 from the Massachusetts Technology Col-
laborative to install photovoltaic panels on the roof to satisfy some of the library’s energy needs. The grant also stipu-
lated that the USGBC’s LEED rating system be used. 
     Using the LEED guidelines the building committee met with architects Ken Best and Thomas Bartels, and with engi-
neers and consultants to determine what “green” features would be included in the project.  These features were incorpo-
rated in the bid documents with Souliere & Zepka being awarded the construction contract. Construction began in 2003 
and was completed in 2005.  Energy efficient features include: reuse of the historic 1869 building, geothermal wells, 
photovoltaic panels, 31.5% more energy efficiency than a new building built to meet energy code, storm water manage-
ment, water efficient landscaping, recycling, construction waste at a minimum with ReStore recycling demolition mate-
rials, local /regional materials harvested within 500 miles,  CO2 monitor, and low emitting materials. 
     The goal of the building committee was to preserve the historic building which houses the library while creating an 
environmentally and economically responsible, healthy building.  LEED certification for the NAPL assures that these 
goals have been met!

The Ancestry Library Edition, a genealogical database, has approximately 4,000 databases,  including key collections 
such as U.S. Federal Census images and indexes from 1790 to 1930,  the Map Center containing more than 1,000 histori-
cal maps,  American Genealogical Biographical Index (over 200 volumes); Daughters of the American Revolution Line-
age (over 150 volumes); The Great Migration Begins: Immigrants to New England, 1620-1630; Social Security Death 
Index (updated monthly); WWI Draft Registration Cards; Federal Slave Narratives; and a strong Civil War collection.  
Ancestry.com is available in the library to all in-house Internet users.  The LearningExpress Library is an interactive 
online learning platform consisting of practice tests and tutorials designed to help library patrons succeed on academic or 
licensing tests.  It provides immediate scoring, complete answer explanations, and individualized analysis of results. This 
database is available to all patrons at the library, and remote access from one’s home office is possible with an East

Borrowing Privileges Suspended!

     The words “Borrowing privileges suspended” should strike fear in the heart of anyone who works in or enjoys the 
resources of any library!  It is a step that is never taken lightly.  Recently WMRLS’ borrowing privileges were suspended 
by the Library of Congress (LOC).  This meant that we could not process requests for any of WMRLS’ 300 members for 
material that is owned by the LOC.  As we only use the LOC when they are the last possible source, this meant that some 
requests went unfilled or were placed on hold.  Our privileges were revoked because one reel of microfilm was not re-
turned.  At least, this is what we were told.  In actuality, the film had been mailed back many weeks before but it had 
never made its way to Washington.  Because the borrowing library had misplaced the paperwork with notes on mailing 
dates that might have given us a reprieve, LOC was unforgiving! The story does have a happy ending but it also has an 
admonition. The microfilm has finally arrived in Washington and our (read “YOUR”) borrowing privileges have been 
restored. The incident serves as an important reminder to all Interlibrary Loan staff to keep scrupulous records and keep 
them on file for six months. An extra precaution would be to return material to the LOC via courier so that tracking pro-
cedures can be put into place when warranted. Thankfully, our relationship with LOC has been restored.
