; Statewide Planning Effort to Start
1 by John Ramsay, Regional Administrator, WMRLS

I In the face of serious and widespread economic challenges, the time has come to reassess how the Commonwealth
I of Massachusetts funds and organizes statewide library services. The official start to this process will be on Monday,
I March 2, 2009 at the College of the Holy Cross in Worcester.

I At this all day session, more than 100 people representing organizations that contribute to the rich fabric of library
I services across Massachusetts will come together to start identifying a clear vision of the role of State funding for li-
| brary services for the next several years. Assisting in this effort will be noted library management facilitator Maureen
| Sullivan. She is an appropriate choice, since she was instrumental in the formation of the current multitype structures
| that were implemented after the Strategic Plan that was approved by the Massachusetts Board of Library Commission-
| ers in 1993. Over the succeeding years, great advances have been made in library services and cooperation across the
| state.

I The worldwide economic downturn brings into sharp focus the realization that things cannot continue on their cur-
| rent course. State funding has for years been unable to support the current structure, which encompasses six Regional
Library Systems (including WMRLS) and 10 automated library networks (including C/W MARS and MassCat). It is
likely that better economies of scale will need to be achieved and consolidation of some operations may have to be
implemented.

Nominated to represent WMRLS on March 2 will be members of the WMRLS Executive Board, including Presi-
dent Eric Poulin (Greenfield Community College), Vice-President Lee Fogarty (Springfield City Library), Betty John-
son (Griswold Library, Colrain), Sue San Soucie (Montague Libraries), Jan Resnick and John Ramsay (WMRLS).

March 2 is just the start of a process that will offer opportunities for many more member libraries to get involved
and express their needs, through working groups and public forums.

This planning group will be sure to keep WMRLS member libraries apprised of developments as the new reality
takes shape for libraries.

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BAGSHARE: RAISING AWARENESS ABOUT THE ENVIRONMENT AT THE EMILY WILLISTON
MEMORIAL LIBRARY ~ One of the programs we began in 2008 was Bagshare. This is a project started by Leni
Fried and the Creamery in Cummington to raise awareness about the environment and our impact on it. By having
sewing circles where people sew cloth bags and using these instead of plastic bags, Bagshare has managed to cut down
the use of plastic bags at area businesses. The bags are shared cloth bags - people borrow them to carry their books or
groceries home, and then bring the bags back. Area businesses that are part of Bagshare include Serios, Coopers, the
Creamery, Florence Hardware, A2Z toystore, and Cornucopia. Two of these businesses have been able to totally elimi-
nate the use of plastic bags within a year of beginning the project. The sewing circles bring people together and em-
power them to work to help the environment. We had our first sewing circle as part of our summer reading program
and it involved teens and adults. We also have a patron who volunteered to sew bags for us at home on a regular basis
and she has now started helping with the online presence for Bagshare. Inmates at our local prison are sewing bags for
area businesses, so this project has proved to be more far reaching than Leni Fried ever imagined. We have the bag-
share bags at our circulation desk and they have provided the opportunity for many conversations about plastic bags
and what people can do to help the environment.

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:Who Shows Up for YA Programming?

I recently had a few funny experiences at teen programs I had planned for the library. Namely, the kids I expected to =
+ show up -- our “regulars”-- didn’t. And more shockingly, teens who have been a regular presence in the library but who
» have never attended a teen program came instead. The first instance was Quiz Night, usually one of our most popular
» events. Perhaps it was because of its proximity to the Thanksgiving holiday, but only two teens showed up, 7" graders
who had never attended a quiz before but had been attracted by the month’s manga-themed quiz. Faced with the chal-
» lenge of not having a competing team for them to square off against, I bribed a pair of high school kids into joining,
» with the promise of absolute guaranteed prizes for winners and losers alike. Suddenly, I found myself directing a sur- &
» real quiz night, populated only by male teens, two of whom clearly fell on the glasses-wearing-smart-student side of the
» spectrum, and two of whom portrayed at least the appearance of too-cool-for-school-punks. I groaned to myself, think- :
» ing that there was no way anyone would walk away from this event without scarring adolescent trauma to haunt them :
well into their college years. Yet something miraculous occurred: the 7™ grade students, unabashed in their knowledge,
» were thrilled to be beating a team of high school students. And the high school students began to shed their apathy and
+ rise to the challenge, not wanting to be outdone by 7" graders. I breathed a sigh of relief and laughed about having been
v an extra in my own personal episode of Freaks and Geeks. But nothing could have prepared me for what was com- &
" ing...two days later I overheard one of the 7" graders talking with one of the high school students (in an act that clearly
had required some courage on his part) and what were they talking about? Attending the next quiz night. My heart
» soared.
' One of the prime frustrations inherent in YA programming is the issue of attendance. It can be so discouraging to
» invest hours in planning a program, to ready the materials for dozens of teens to come, to find the budget and the space
» to facilitate these events, and then to have a single patron show up. However, over the past year of successfully and
» sparsely attended teen programs I have formulated some strategies and philosophies for dealing with the fluctuating &
» attendance of teens. First, I try as much as possible not to take it personally, and not to immediately find fault with the :
program as planned. Several times teens would express genuine enthusiasm in an idea, swear that they were coming,
»and then not show up. Don’t get discouraged that you aren’t selecting the right activities or marketing them well
» enough. Teens, especially in this generation, are busy, distracted by a bombardment of media and activities, and
» (universally) forgetful. So many times I have had the teens who swore that they would attend a program show up at the =
v library days after it had occurred wondering when it was happening. It’s easy to forget in our adult lives, having &
» Jearned to manage our time effectively, that there was a process that got us to this point, and that probably meant miss- :
* ing out on a lot of things when we were teens! ;
Second, instead of thinking of the program attended by a single or couple of patrons as anticlimactic or awkward, |
» try to see it as an opportunity. No matter how frequently you may see your regular teen patrons at the library, nothing &
» really allows you to get to know them like sitting next to them and doing an activity. Sometimes it’s as simple as fi- &
» nally learning these patron’s first names. This gives you the opportunity to really talk to them, to find out what their &
» interests are, and to maybe tuck away some of that information for future program planning. In the instances when you
* have a few patrons (frequently from different walks of life) it is a great chance to bring a couple of teens together and
create, if not friendships, acquaintances. It is also easy as adults to forget how important this kind of acquaintance can
» be, but think of the measure of security your first day stepping up from the middle school to the high school in seeing a
» face that is familiar to you, even if only from that one time that you were the only two people attending a craft program &
» at the library. I hope that the programming we offer at the library for teens does have a ripple effect that we don’t al- &
» ways get to witness, and that as a true part of our community it remains worth our time to continue planning and host-
» ing these programs in the belief that these connections will occur. "
Finally, never underestimate the importance of having some music in the background to fill in those awkward si-
» lences. Let the teens pick what they want to listen to and you have a conversation starter right there. Tell them about
» your week, or your life. To teens, librarians and other adult leaders are sometimes veiled in mystery, and teens appreci- &
» ate knowing that you’ve seen a movie they’ve seen or that you ate a really good sandwich for lunch. Listen to what =
» they have to say about their lives, and unless they are telling you something that breaks a law or endangers their safety,
¢ don’t judge them. Like the two fifteen-year-olds who told me over an art project about the raging party they were plan-
ning in someone’s basement with grandma sleeping upstairs... What I wanted to say was “Good plan guys, that will
» never backfire!” What I ended up saying was “Hope it goes well, tell me all about it the next time you’re in here.”
